All StFX students are required to purchase travel health insurance for the duration 
of their time abroad. Link

Additionally, if you are staying in Denmark for at least three months, you are 
automatically included in the Danish Health Insurance Scheme which gives you 
the right to free medical treatment by general practitioners and in hospitals – but 
not dentists.

Visa:

Anyone studying for more than 3 months in Denmark must apply for a student 
permit. Once your enrolment is approved by the Danish educational institution, a 
two-part application form will be forwarded to you with Part 2 filled out by the host 
institution.
