Additionally, French Social Security health coverage is mandatory for all students
under the age of 28 and covers around 70% of medical expenses. This health cov-
erage is free of charge, and upon arrival, the host university will help you to apply.

Anyone studying in France for more than three months will need a student visa.
You will need to book an appointment at the nearest embassy at least three months
prior to the start of your exchange, and then travel to the embassy to submit
supporting documents and your valid passport.

Students will need to apply for a temporary long-stay visa or VLS-T “étudiant”

(up to one year of study). The cost is €99 (-$150 CAD). Link
