Health Insurance:

All StFX students are required to purchase travel health insurance for the duration
of their time abroad.

Additionally, all students in Germany are required by law to have health insurance.
You will not be allowed to register for courses at the host instituition until you have
provided proof that you are properly insured.

Please note: Under German law, a student’s private health insurance (whether
foreign or German) may not put a limit on their benefits. For example, travel
insurance often includes a maximum payment of €30,000 or ($100,000 USD) for
medical treatment. This type of health insurance policy will not be accepted for
enrolment as a student; your policy must offer “unlimited” benefits. Moreover,
your health insurance must cover both in-patient and out-patient treatment. If an
excess (co-pay sum) is stated on the policy, this must not be higher than €5,000.
Other benefits included in the travel package (for example, accident insurance or
transport back home) may be limited to a certain sum. Link
