OTHER COSTS

All StFX students are required to purchase travel health insurance for the duration
of their time abroad which covers trip cancellation or interruption and emergency
medical care (hospitalization, medical and paramedical expenses, medical
evacuation, and repatriation). Link

Additionally, PUCP requires all international students to send a copy of their
international health insurance to the International Student Exchange Office prior
to arrival. Students who fail to comply with this requirement cannot register for
courses. International students are not eligible to access Peruvian insurance. If
students need medical assistance, they have to pay for all services and then,
make a claim to their insurance company for the corresponding reimbursement.

Students may enter Peru with a tourist visa, however they will need change their
status from “Tourist” to “Formation” at the migratory office (Superintendencia
Nacional de Migraciones) after arrival. For one semester, students should apply for
Visa: the “Temporary Formation’ visa, for two semesters students will need the ‘Resident
Formation’ visa. All the visa procedures are done at the migratory office located on
the first floor of the central immigration office in the Miraflores district in Lima. Link
The total cost is: $140 CAD.
